Assign the management IP address to the SAN switches: Connect one end of the serial cable to the RJ-45

serial port on the switch, and the other end to the serial port on the server (workstation).

You can configure the switch with a static IP address, or you can use a Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol

(DHCP) server to set the IP address of the switch. DHCP is enabled by default.

You can remotely configure the switch through the management interface, but first you must configure IP

version 4 (IPv4) parameters (IP address, subnet mask) or an IP version 6 (IPv6) address and prefix ...
