
Spacing of cable tray screw hangers

Rung spacing in radiused fittings shall be industry standard 9&quot; and measured at the center of the tray''s

width. No portion of the rungs shall protrude below the bottom plane of the side rails.

These rollers should be properly spaced dependent on the size and weight of the cable to prevent the cable

from sagging and dragging in the cable tray or cable ladder during the pull.

To install the cable tray supports, first find the required elevation from the floor to the bottom of the cable tray

and establish a level line with a laser or a nylon string.
